	1. Click on the [Start] button at the bottom left corner of your desktop with your left mouse button. When the Start menu appears, select [Settings] and then click on [Control Panel].
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	2 Double-click on the [Network and Dial-up Connections] icon in the Control Panel window. 
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	3. Click the [Make New Connection] icon.
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	4. When the [Network Connection Wizard] appears, click [Next] to continue.
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	5. Select [Dial-up to the Internet] and click [Next].
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	6. After selecting [I want to set up my Internet connection manually], press [Next].
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	7. Select [I connect through a local area network (LAN)], then press [Next].
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	8. Do not check the [Automatic discovery of proxy server (recommended)] box. Click  [Next].
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	9. When the [Set up Your Mail Account] window appears, we recommend you wait a while before setting up an email account, Select [No], then [Next].
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	10. Click [Finish].
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	11.After completing the setup, right-click on the [Local Internet] icon in [Network and Dial-Up Connections]. Select [Properties].
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	12. Select [Internet Protocol (TCP/IP)] then enter [Properties].
